1	At the request of the Chairman of Study Group 4, TMN and Network Maintenance, I have the honour to inform you that this Study Group, in its meeting, 15-26 March 1999, agreed to delete Questions 4/4 and 5/4, in accordance with provisions of Resolution 1, § 7.4.2 of the WTSC-96, by reaching consensus among those present.

3	Having regard to the provisions of Resolution 1, Section 7, I should be grateful if you would inform me by 2400 hours UTC on 28 June 1999 whether your Administration approves or rejects this deletion.
