1	At the request of the Chairperson of Study Group 8, Characteristics of telematic systems, I have the honour to inform you that this Study Group, which will meet on 24 September 1999, intends to apply the procedure described in Resolution 1, Section 8, of the WTSC (Geneva, 1996) for the approval of Recommendation T.37, Amendment1.


2	Amendment 1 had previously been submitted for approval at the Study Group 8 Plenary session of 1 April 1999. At that Plenary session, two administrations took the four week period to consider their position concerning its approval in accordance with Resolution 1, 8.5.5. Subsequently, the text did not receive unaminous approval (see section 4.4.2 and Annex 9 of Report COM 9-R 11). 


Since that time, the Study Group 8 Chairperson, after consultation with the parties concerned and in accordance with Resolution 1, 8.5.5.2, has requested that a new version of Recommendation T.37, Amendment1 be considered for approval at the Plenary session in Maidenhead, UK on 24 September 1999.


It is noted that this Circular does not meet the deadline requirements of Resolution 1, 8.3.3 due to these unforeseen developments and this occurring during the vacation period. The Chairperson, however, is strongly of the opinion that since there is agreement by all the parties concerned on the new text of Recommendation T.37, Amendment1 and in the interest of meeting market needs in a timely and efficient manner, this text should be put to administrations for approval as early as possible.


3	The summary and text is given in Annex 1 below. 


4	Any ITU Member State or Sector Member aware of a patent held by itself or others which may fully or partly cover elements of the draft Amendment proposed for approval is requested to disclose such information to the TSB, in accordance with TSB patent policy (see Resolution 1, Appendix 1 to Section 8, of the WTSC (Geneva, 1996)).


Available patent information can be accessed on-line via the ITU-T Website.


5	Having regard to the provisions of Resolution 1, Section 8, I should be grateful if you would inform me by 2400 hours UTC on 14 September 1999 (7 working days before the meeting) whether your Administration assigns authority to Study Group 8 that this draft Amendment should be considered for approval at the Study Group meeting.


	Should any Member States be of the opinion that consideration for approval should not proceed, they should advise their reasons for disapproving and indicate the possible changes that would facilitate further consideration and approval of the draft Amendment.


6	If 70% or more of the replies from Member States support consideration for approval of this draft Amendment at the Study Group meeting, one Plenary session will be devoted on 24 September 1999 to apply the approval procedure.


I accordingly invite your Administration to send a representative to the meeting. The Administrations of Member States of the Union are invited to supply the name of the Head of their delegation. If your Administration wishes to be represented at the meeting by a recognized operating agency, a scientific or industrial organization or another entity dealing with telecommunication matters, the Director should be duly informed, in accordance with Article 19, No. 239, of the Convention of the International Telecommunication Union (Geneva, 1992), as amended by the Plenipotentiary Conference (Kyoto, 1994).


7	The agenda, registration form and all relevant information concerning the Study Group 8 meeting will be available from Collective-letter 6/8 and its Amendment 1.


8	After the meeting, the Director of TSB will notify, in a circular, the decision taken on this draft Amendment. This information will also be published in the ITU Notification.
