Draft revised Recommendation D.93

Charging and accounting in the international land mobile telephone service (provided via cellular radio system) – Report COM 3-R 23, Part II, Section 2

In the Recommendation D.93 adopted in Melbourne (1988), it is recommended to use the same collection charge and accounting rate when the international call from fixed network terminates on fixed networks or mobile networks. However, taking into account that the cost of terminating a traffic on fixed networks and on mobile networks may differ, it is now proposed to revise these principles so that a different charge and accounting may be introduced according to the nature of the terminating network.

Draft new Recommendation D.201

General principles regarding call-back practices – Report COM 3-R 19, Annex 2

Owing to the fact that the telecommunication industry has witnessed considerable advances, it has enabled administrations to offer various options to customers, including call-back practices. Some of these practices are considered illegal by some administrations, while they are accepted in the more liberalized countries and markets.

This Recommendation sets out principles for administrations to follow while providing or permitting the provision of call-back practices, taking into consideration the guidelines contained in Resolution 21 of Kyoto 1994, Resolution 29 of WTSC-1996, Resolution 22 of WTDC-1998 and Resolution PLEN/5 of Minneapolis 1998.
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
