The first bullet item of § 2.1 (SCCP addressing) is modified as such:


1)	Global Title – A global title is an address, such as dialled-digits, which does not explicitly contain information that would allow routing in the signalling network, that is the translation function of the SCCP is required. This translation function could be performed on a distributed basis or on a centralized basis. The last case, where a request for translation is sent to a centralized data base, may be accomplished, for example, with transaction capabilities (TC)�. This matter is for further studyand its associated data are assumed to be part of the SCCP node. Access to an external database during invocation of this function is not specified and is for further study.
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
