Subclause 4.5.15 of ITU-T Recommendation Q.931 [1], Date/time information element:


If the date is represented using the gregorian calendar, the field "year" shall contain the binary representation of the last two digits of the decimal representation of the year, i.e. the binary representation of a number in the range from 0 to 99. Example: The year 1998 shall be coded as "01100010", which is the binary equivalent of the decimal number "98". The year 2001 shall be coded as "00000001", which is the binary equivalent of the decimal number "01".
