“4	Draft revised Recommendation P.910 - Subjective video quality assessment methods for multimedia applications


Summary


Recommendation P.910 describes non-interactive subjective assessment methods for evaluating the one-way overall video quality for multimedia applications such as videoconferencing, storage and retrieval applications, tele-medical applications, etc. These methods can be used for several different purposes including, but not limited to, selection of algorithms, ranking of audiovisual system performance and evaluation of the quality level during and audiovisual connection. Recommendation P.910 also outlines the characteristics of the source sequences to be used, like duration, kind of content, number of sequences, etc.

10	Draft new Recommendation G.177 - Transmission planning for voiceband services 	over hybrid Internet/PSTN connections


Summary


This Recommendation provides transmission performance guidelines for voiceband services over networks that are an interconnection of an IP network (e.g., “the Internet”) and the PSTN. As modern telecommunications systems continue to evolve, hybrid networks of various kinds will become more prevalent. This tendency, together with the reality that voiceband communications will be an important source of traffic on such networks, has led ITU-T SG 12 to develop this Recommendation. The intent is to provide to a wide audience a set of principles on transmission performance aspects of hybrid Internet/PSTN connections.
