1	At the request of the Management Team of ITU-T Study Group 13 (General network aspects) and at the kind invitation of Lucent Technologies and Nortel I am pleased to inform you that an ITU-T Workshop on IP and Telecomms Related Issues and the fourth meeting of the Joint Rapporteur Group on Global Information Infrastructure (JRG on GII) will take place in Orlando from 14 to 18 December 1998 inclusive.

	b)	Contributions received by the Director less than two months but not less than seven working days before the date set for the opening of the meeting shall be published as "delayed contributions" and shall be distributed at the beginning of the meeting to only the participants present. Therefore, such contributions must be received by the TSB not later than 2 December 1998. 

With a view to settling any questions which might arise concerning contributions, the name, the fax and telephone numbers and the e-mail address of the person to be contacted should be indicated on contributions.  Accordingly, please give those details on the cover page of all contributions.

You are encouraged to submit documents electronically. For detailed instructions please refer to Annex 2 to TSB Circular 4 of 15 November 1996.

INFORMATION FOR DELEGATES



The Hyatt Orlando offers 922 large quest rooms in landscaped courts adjacent to its Convention Centre, all of which is surrounded by lovely tropical gardens. The hotel offers two restaurants, a delicatessen and a casual sports bar. The recreational facilities include 4 pools and spas, 3 lighted tennis courts, and a complimentary fitness centre. 

The hotel is offering a special group rate of $109 per night for single or double occupancy, plus applicable taxes, currently 12%.

The hotel is 20 minutes from the Orlando International Airport and airport transportation is available on a 24-hour basis.
