At the World Telecommunication Standardization Assembly (WTSA), Montreal, from 27 September to 6 October 2000, it was decided that Study Group 8 (Characteristics of telematic systems) be discontinued and that the remaining work, refinement and maintenance tasks concerning facsimile terminal equipment and refinement of adaptation of facsimile communication to transmission over IP networks, voice over IP, etc., be taken over by Study Group 16.

The WTSA-2000 has also decided that the ITU-T Recommendations given in Annex 1 be submitted for approval of the 1st meeting of Study Group 16. (see Annex 1)

Should any Member States be of the opinion that consideration for approval should not proceed, they should advise their reasons for disapproving and indicate the possible changes that would facilitate further consideration and approval of the draft revised or new Recommendations.

If your Administration wishes to be represented at the meeting by a recognized operating agency, a scientific or industrial organization or another entity dealing with telecommunication matters, the Director should be duly informed, in accordance with Article 19, No. 239, of the Convention of the International Telecommunication Union (Geneva, 1992), as amended by the Plenipotentiary Conference (Minneapolis, 1998).

Summaries and location of the ITU-T Recommendations for

Draft Amendment 2 to ITU-T Recommendation T.4 – Standardization of Group 3 facsimile terminals for document transmission (published in COM 8-R15)

Amendment 2 to Recommendation T.4 is to cover the definition of new values of the K factor to reflect the introduction of higher resolutions as well as the deletion of two notes which are no longer applicable.

2
Draft Amendment 2 to ITU-T Recommendation T.30 - Procedures for document facsimile transmission in the General Switched Telephone Network (published in COM 8-R15)

Amendment 2 to Recommendation T.30 is to cover the introduction of the following features:

· definition of new values of the K factor to reflect the introduction of higher resolutions,

· a new bit in DIS/DCS to indicate connection to a 3rd Generation Mobile Network,

· a new bit in DIS/DCS to indicate Internet aware capabilities associated with the use of Recommendation T.38,

· flow control capabilities,

· use of ANSam with phase reversals,

· new Annex K on extended negotiations.

3 Draft Amendment 3 to ITU-T Recommendation T.38 - Procedures for real-time Group 3 facsimile communication over IP Networks (published in COM8-114)

Recommendation T.38 Amendment 3 contains three parts: Annex D, Annex E and Appendix V.

Annex D is a result of additional work completed in the IETF to allow transmission of DTMF tones over RTP transport.

Annex E reflects the enhancement of the fax capabilities of Recommendation H.248 in its Annex F.

Appendix V contains several modifications to the examples of H.248-H.248 and H.248-H.323 call establishment.

Draft new Recommendation T.89 – Application profiles for Recommendation T.88 – lossy/lossless coding of bi-level images (JBIG) for facsimile (published in COM8-115)

This Recommendation specifies application profiles of the JBIG2 coding scheme, defined in Recommendation T.88 | ISO/IEC 14492, for facsimile applications.  Recommendation T.88 specifies a collection of standard encoder/decoder components, referenced as a toolkit, that are used in generating and decoding JBIG2 conformant data streams.  JBIG2 encourages definition of application profiles to satisfy the needs of various application environments.

Draft new Recommendation T.800 | ISO/IEC 15444-1 – JPEG 2000 image coding systems (published in COM8-116)

This Recommendation describes an image compression system that allows great flexibility, not only for the compression of images, but also for the access into the compressed data.  The codestream provides a number of mechanisms for locating and extracting data for the purpose of retransmission, storage, display, or editing.  This access allows the storage and the retrieval of data appropriate for a given application, without decoding.

The division of both the original data and the compressed data in a number of ways leads to the ability to extract data from the compressed codestream to form reconstructed images with lower resolution, lower bit-rate, or regions of the original images.  This allows the matching of a codestream to the transmission channel, storage device, or display device, regardless of the size, number of components, and sample precision of the original image.  The codestream can be manipulated without decoding to achieve a more efficient arrangement for a given application.
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
