1	ITU-T Recommendation E.164 (The International Public Telecommunication Numbering Plan) details the format and structure of the Public Switched Network (PSTN) numbering plan. Within that Recommendation it was proposed that at Time T (31 December 1996, 2359 hours Coordinated Universal Time) all switches and networks should have the capability of handling international telephone numbers with a maximum length of 15 digits.


Full details of that timetable are contained in ITU-T Recommendation E.165 (Timetable for the Coordinated Implementation of the Full Capability of the Numbering Plan for the ISDN Era).


Additional digit analysis capabilities are also required at Time T, with seven-digit analysis being required on some international calls. Full details are contained in ITU-T Recommendation E.162 (Capability for Seven-Digit Analysis on International E.164 Numbers at Time T).


Details on the announcement of Time T, on the need for this change, and the impact and demands on both existing and future networks were included in TSB Circulars 128 of 28 February 1995 and 14 of 12 December 1996.

2	At the ITU-T Study Group 2 (Network and service operation) meeting in Geneva, �20-30 May 1997, the Finnish Administration (ITU Operational Bulletin - No. 643-1.V.1997) and the German Administration stated that number length in certain number ranges in Finland and Germany have already expanded beyond the 12-digit international number length. Recently, BT, MCI, GTE, and Teledesic have requested E.164 numbering resources in order to provision services that will utilize a 15-digit numbering plan. Some of these services will be implemented beginning in 1998. 


3	The TSB is requesting information from Administrations and ROAs concerning the implementation of Recommendations E.165 and E.162 in their networks throughout their countries. We kindly request your assistance in filling out the attached form and returning it to the ITU-TSB by 1 September 1997.


4	Based on the information collected, the ITU-TSB can respond to questions concerning the status of worldwide progress towards meeting Time T capabilities and assist network providers in planning their networks.
