1	At the request of the Chairman of Study Group 2 (Network and service operation), I have the honour to inform you that this Study Group, which will meet from 4 to 14 May 1999 at Geneva, intends to apply the procedure described in Resolution 1, Section 8, of the WTSC (Geneva, 1996) for the approval of three revised Recommendations and of one new Recommendation.


2	The summaries and locations of the draft revised ITU-T Recommendations and draft new ITU-T Recommendation proposed for approval will be found in Annex 1.


3	Any ITU Member State or Sector Member aware of a patent held by itself or others which may fully or partly cover elements of the draft Recommendations proposed for approval is requested to disclose such information to the TSB, in accordance with TSB patent policy (see Resolution 1, Appendix 1 to Section 8, of the WTSC (Geneva, 1996)).

4	Having regard to the provisions of Resolution 1, Section 8, I should be grateful if you would inform me by 2400 hours UTC on Thursday, 22 April 1999 whether your Administration assigns authority to Study Group 2 that these draft revised or new Recommendations should be considered for approval at the Study Group meeting.


	Should any Member States be of the opinion that consideration for approval should not proceed, they should advise their reasons for disapproving and indicate the possible changes that would facilitate further consideration and approval of the draft revised or new Recommendations.


5	If 70% or more of the replies from Member States support consideration for approval of these draft revised or new Recommendations at the Study Group meeting, one Plenary session will be devoted on Monday, 10 May 1999 to apply the approval procedure.


I accordingly invite your Administration to send a representative to the meeting. The Administrations of Member States of the Union are invited to supply the name of the Head of their delegation. If your Administration wishes to be represented at the meeting by a recognized operating agency, a scientific or industrial organization or another entity dealing with telecommunication matters, the Director should be duly informed, in accordance with Article 19, No. 239, of the Convention of the International Telecommunication Union (Geneva, 1992), as amended by the Plenipotentiary Conference (Kyoto, 1994).


6	The agenda, registration form and all relevant information concerning the Study Group 2 meeting will be available from Collective-letter 9/2 shortly.


7	Information on the meeting rooms will be displayed on the screens at the entrances to the ITU headquarters building.


8	After the meeting, the Director of TSB will notify, in a circular, the decision taken on these Recommendations. This information will also be published in the ITU Notification.

1	Recommendation E.168 (Revised) - Application of E.164 Numbering Plan for UPT





Summary





This Recommendation provides a basis for a common understanding of the underlying issues in order to facilitate early implementation of UPT within a common numbering framework.





This Recommendation provides a framework of numbering for calls inbound to a UPT user (incalls), transactions between the UPT user and their UPT service profile (e.g. incall registration), calls made by the UPT user (outcalls) and, identification of the UPT service profile and service provider.

2	Recommendation E.437 (New) - Comparative metrics for network performance management





Summary





This Recommendation defines the metrics which can be employed as comparative measures in comparing the performance of different routes to common destinations as well as assessing the effectiveness of services being offered on direct or alternative routings.

3	Recommendation E.524 (revised) - Overflow approximations for non-random inputs 





Summary





To ensure accurate network design and planning in the presence of multiple streams (arising, e.g. from different services on the same network), it is imperative to determine the individual means and variances of the overflows of the different traffic streams offered to a common trunk group arrangement.  The exact calculation of these parameters for the individual overflow streams is a very hard problem.  Thus, this Recommendation introduces different approximate methods for the calculation of the individual overflows.  These methods are evaluated in terms of accuracy, processing time, memory requirements and programming effort.  The Recommendation also provides sample numerical results based on exact calculations to which the results based on these methods may be compared.

4	Recommendation E.721 (revised) - Network grade of service parameters and target values for circuit-switched services in the evolution of ISDN





This Recommendation provides network Grade of Service (GOS) parameters for circuit-switched services in ISDN, based on the ISDN Grade of Service concept and guidelines for selecting GOS parameters provided in Recommendation E.720.  The parameter values assume that the network and the components are fully operational and take account of the evolving nature of the ISDN and Signalling System No. 7 capabilities.





The revisions to this Recommendation include revised parameters for GOS target values for circuit-switched services in the evolving ISDN.
