4	Pursuant to the provisions of Recommendation A.1, para. 3.1.1 of the WTSC (Geneva, 1996), contributions to the work of the Study Group shall be submitted to the Director of the Telecommunication Standardization Bureau (TSB).

	a)	Contributions received at least two months before the meeting shall be published and mailed to the Administrations of the Member States of the Union and to ITU-T Sector Members registered in this Study Group.

	b)	Contributions received by the Director less than two months but not less than seven working days before the date set for the opening of the meeting shall be published as "delayed contributions" and shall be distributed at the beginning of the meeting to only the participants present. Therefore, such contributions must be received by the TSB not later than 21 August 1997.

With a view to settling any questions which might arise concerning contributions, the name, the fax and telephone numbers and the e-mail address of the person to be contacted should be indicated on contributions.  Accordingly, please give those details on the cover page of all contributions.

You are encouraged to submit documents electronically. For detailed instructions please refer to Annex 2 to TSB Circular 4 of 15 November 1996.

5	You are requested to make your hotel reservation as soon as possible, directly with the hotel at the number given in para. 2 above, or in Annex 3.

Hotel:		Rooms will be available at the special BT Corporate rate of £54.50 Bed and Breakfast for a single room.  These should be booked direct with the hotel at the above number.



Travel:		Ipswich can be reached from all 4 London Airports as well as several regional airports.



By public transport:



From London Heathrow Airport to Liverpool Street Station:



Take the Underground (Piccadilly Line) from Heathrow to Liverpool Street Station,change at Holborn Station on to the Central Line - eastbound (Cost £6.20 return).



From London Gatwick Airport to Liverpool Street Station:



Take a British Rail train to London Victoria, change to the Underground “Circle Line” to Liverpool Street.



From London Stanstead Airport to Liverpool Street Station:



Take a British Rail train to Liverpool Street.



London City Airport to Liverpool Street Station:



Take the bus from London City Airport Terminal directly to London Liverpool Street Station.  The bus runs every 20 minutes and takes approximately 25 minutes to reach the station.  The bus fare is £3.   Take care not to confuse this with another bus that runs to “Canary Wharf”.  Alternatively you can take a taxi to Liverpool Street Station - this also takes about 25 minutes and will cost at least £12 but you may avoid some delay in waiting for the bus.

Liverpool Street Station to Ipswich:



Then take British Rail from Liverpool Street Station to Ipswich.  Fast trains to Norwich stop at Ipswich and leave Liverpool Street Station at approx. 30 minutes past each hour. (Cost approx. £37 for 2nd class return).  Allow 2 hours for this journey.



By self-drive hire:



If you wish to drive to Ipswich, the self-drive hire rate from London’s Airport is between £60 and £80 per day.  A five-day hire would cost between £200 and £300.  The journey would take approx. 3 hours.



By taxi:



Please note that London taxis are very expensive; however a number of Ipswich taxis companies will transport up to 4 people from Heathrow or Gatwick to Ipswich for approx. £70 each way and approx. £40 from Stanstead.  Please note that this service must be booked in advance and can be booked with Anglia Taxis on +44 1473 252222 or Avenue Taxis on +44 1473 257777.



A taxi from Ipswich Station to your hotel will cost between £2 and £5.
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
