Here the participants have the practical and general information about the event.



1.	Schedule



The meeting commences at 9.00 hours on Monday, 4 October, and is expected to close at 12.30 on Friday, 8 October. Rapporteur meetings will be held during the first four days (4-7 October) and working Party plenary in the morning of 8 October. Wednesday afternoon will be free for a touristic tour and personal working.



2.	Venue

 By plane to Madrid and by train from Madrid to Valladolid



Departures of trains from Estación de Chamartín (Chamartin Station) of Madrid to Valladolid are at 4.08, 8.00, 8.30, 9.00, 10.00, 11.30, 13.30, 14.30, 15.00, 16.30, 17.30, 18.30, 20.30, 21.30 and 22.45.

Departures from Valladolid are at 0.20, 4.35, 5.40, 7.10, 8.46, 10.11, 11.13, 13.06, 15.01, 16.21, 18.26, 18.45, 19.43 and 20.41.

Duration is between 2 h. 30 mn. and 3 h. Price is between 1,895 and 3,200 ptas. one-way ticket, 20% discount with return ticket.

From Madrid airport to Chamartin station you may go:



By public transportation: Take the airport bus to the city terminal in Plaza de Colón. Close to this Plaza, take the RENFE underground train in Recoletos station to Chamartin. Note: do not confuse the RENFE train (national railway) with the METRO (city subway).



By taxi. Approximate price: 2,000 ptas.

The peseta (pta.) is the unit of currency in Spain. The euro fixed rate is 166.386 ptas. The US dollar rate, on 7 July, is 169 ptas. Exchange facilities are available at Madrid airport, in the American Express office, open 24 hours every day. Banking hours at the city are: from 8’30 to 14’00, Monday to Friday, 8’30 to 13’00 on Saturdays.



Credit cards are normally well acepted in hotels, restaurants, shopping centres, etc.



7.	Electricity



220 V is the standard in Spain. Standard european electric plugs with 2 rounded pins are used. Four star hotels often have also 110 V with standard US plugs.



8.	Medical assistance
