Dear Sir,


1	At the request of the Chairman of Study Group 3, Tariff and accounting principles including related telecommunications economic and policy issues, I have the honour to inform you that this Study Group, which will meet from 2 to 11 June 1999, intends to apply the procedure described in Resolution 1, Section 8, of the WTSC (Geneva, 1996) for the approval of a revised Recommendation and of a new Recommendation.


2	The summaries and locations of the draft revised ITU-T Recommendation and draft new ITU-T Recommendation proposed for approval will be found in Annex 1.


3	Having regard to the provisions of Resolution 1, Section 8, I should be grateful if you would inform me by 2400 hours UTC on 20 May 1999 whether your Administration assigns authority to Study Group 3 that these draft revised or new Recommendations should be considered for approval at the Study Group meeting.


	Should any Member States be of the opinion that consideration for approval should not proceed, they should advise their reasons for disapproving and indicate the possible changes that would facilitate further consideration and approval of the draft revised or new Recommendations.


�
4	If 70% or more of the replies from Member States support consideration for approval of these draft revised or new Recommendations at the Study Group meeting, one Plenary session will be devoted on 11 June 1999 to apply the approval procedure.


I accordingly invite your Administration to send a representative to the meeting. The Administrations of Member States of the Union are invited to supply the name of the Head of their delegation. If your Administration wishes to be represented at the meeting by a recognized operating agency, a scientific or industrial organization or another entity dealing with telecommunication matters, the Director should be duly informed, in accordance with Article 19, No. 239, of the Convention of the International Telecommunication Union (Geneva, 1992), as amended by the Plenipotentiary Conference (Kyoto, 1994).


5	The agenda, registration form and all relevant information concerning the Study Group 3 meeting will be available from Collective-letter 8/3.


6	Information on the meeting room will be displayed on the screens at the entrances to the ITU headquarters building.


7	After the meeting, the Director of TSB will notify, in a circular, the decision taken on these Recommendations. This information will also be published in the ITU Notification.

SUMMARY AND LOCATION OF THE REVISED RECOMMENDATION AND THE NEW RECOMMENDATION PROPOSED FOR APPROVAL


1	Draft revised Recommendation D.150�


New system for accounting in interantional telephony - see Report COM 3-R 16, Part II, �section 1�


Recommendation D.150 sets out various procedures for remuneration destination and transit administrations for international telephone communications.


The addition of three new remuneration procedures adapted to the new market condition is proposed. These are: the settlement rate procedure, the termination charge procedure and a third procedure, called special arrangements.








2	Draft new Recommendation D.117





Charging and accounting principles for the international premium rate service (IPRS) - see Report COM 3-R 16, Part II, Section 2





Recommendation D.117 sets out the general principles for charging and international accounting to be applied by recognized operating agencies (ROAs) for the provision of the International Premium Rate Service which is described in Recommendation E.155


Although Recommendation D.117 covers premium rate services provided using the international telephone service (Recommendation E.105), it does not preclude the same principles being applied or adapted in the future for services based on other transport mechanisms, networks or systems.
