Subject:�Domestic Telecommunications Operators and ITU-T Recommendation M.1400��

To the Director-General,



Dear Sir,



1	Liberalization of telecommunications nowadays is a dominant factor for operators and service providers.  As a consequence, operators sometimes face complex arrangements to satisfy the needs of all partners involved. These arrangements are of various kinds: technical, procedural, accounting, administrative etc.



2	ITU-T has been working for a long time on standardization of different aspects of telecommunications and this is primarily reflected in the co-operation between operators internationally. There is however a great resemblance between international network interconnection and domestic interconnection. Consequently, operators on the domestic level may also benefit from the standardization work by the ITU-T.

 

3	One area where this service can satisfy more operators/carriers than before is the network administration. Recently, ITU-T widened the scope of Recommendation M.1400 “Designations of international networks” . The new scope is the inter-operators’ networks (against international networks), which also includes domestic interconnection. The purpose of this change is to help its members in their network administration by applying the same codes and designations for domestic as for international interconnections. This may result in one integrated database for all connections with advantage for operators/service providers and, consequently, for the clients.

List of ITU Carrier Codes





A Carrier is any operating company that brings into service and maintains international or domestic leased circuits, switched circuits, digital blocks, etc.



Study Group 4 of ITU believes that all international and domestic carriers for switched circuits today must have a ITU-T Carrier Code. This code is used to identify a carrier for the purpose of registration of interconnection with other carriers.



In order to develop a listing of ITU Carrier Code which may be used to identify the Carriers when filling out Layer 2 records as explained in Recommendation M.1400, the following Form must be filled by each Carrier.

1.	Company full name: (the name of carrier)	       

2.	Carrier Code:	



(the code by which the carrier wishes to identify itself. This code should be of Roman characters (alpha or alphanumeric), six or less in length and should be unique at the country level. This code may be one that is in use today, provided it fits the definition.
