1	ITU-T Study Group 4 (TMN and Network Maintenance) in its recent meeting (15-26 March 1999) addressed a liaison statement to TSAG (Telecommunication Standardization Advisory Group) for information and help regarding the registration of domestic carriers for ITU Carrier Codes (ICC).


ICC is a standardized and comprehensive way to identify a domestic as well as international network operator/service provider.


2	As the number of carriers is growing rapidly and there is a large number of carriers in each country, the scope of the Recommendation M.1400 (Designation of international networks) is proposed to be changed to inter-operators' networks (see TSB Circular 190 of 10 May 1999) including domestic interconnections.  The purpose of this change is to help �
network operators/service providers to update and validate information on carriers by applying the same codes and designations as for international interconnections.  This will eventually result in one integrated database for all connections, in turn improving network operations and administration to the benefit of both providers and clients.


3	Within this context, domestic network operators/service providers are requested to register themselves for ITU Carrier Codes (ICC).


To overcome the difficulty for TSB in collecting and validating the related information directly from different domestic operators, it was thought necessary that national regulatory authorities should act as intermediary bodies for the purpose.


4	Please find attached a registration form for ICC valid for both domestic and international carriers, which the national regulatory authorities are requested to return to TSB as soon as possible but not later than 1 December 1999.  Copies of this form should be made, using one form for one carrier. Each carrier will be directly contacted once their code is registered by TSB.

Notification Form for�List of ITU Carrier Codes�


A Carrier is any operating Company that brings into service and maintains international or domestic leased circuits, switched circuits, digital blocks, etc.


Study Group 4 of ITU-T believes that all international and domestic carriers for switched circuits today must have an ITU Carrier Identification Code. This code is used to identify a carrier for the purpose of registration of interconnection with other carriers.


In order to develop a listing of ITU Carrier Codes (ICC) which may be used to identify the Carriers when filling out Layer 2 records as explained in Recommendation M.1400, the following Form must be filled by each international or domestic Carrier. For existing international carriers, see ITU Operational Bulletin No. 688 of 15 March 1999.
