1	At the request of the Chairman of Study Group 9, Television and sound transmission, I have the honour to inform you that this Study Group, which will meet from 16 to 20 March 1998, intends to apply the procedure described in Resolution 1, Section 8, of the WTSC (Geneva, 1996) for the approval of 2 revised Recommendations and of 11 new Recommendations.

2	The summaries and locations of the draft revised ITU-T Recommendations and draft new ITU-T Recommendations proposed for approval will be found in Annex 1.

3	Any ITU Member or Sector Member aware of a patent held by itself or others which may fully or partly cover elements of the draft Recommendations proposed for approval is requested to disclose such information to the TSB, in accordance with TSB patent policy (see Resolution 1, Appendix 1 to Section 8, of the WTSC (Geneva, 1996)).

Available patent information can be accessed through TIES on the Internet (using either the World Wide Web or Gopher).

�4	Having regard to the provisions of Resolution 1, Section 8, I should be grateful if you would inform me by 2400 hours UTC on 4 March 1998 (7 working days before meeting) whether your Administration assigns authority to Study Group 9 that these draft revised or new Recommendations should be considered for approval at the Study Group meeting.

Should any Member States be of the opinion that consideration for approval should not proceed, they should advise their reasons for disapproving and indicate the possible changes that would facilitate further consideration and approval of the draft revised or new Recommendations.

5	If 70% or more of the replies from Member States support consideration for approval of these draft revised or new Recommendations at the Study Group meeting, one Plenary session will be devoted on 18 March 1998 to apply the approval procedure.

I accordingly invite your Administration to send a representative to the meeting. The Administrations of Member States of the Union are invited to supply the name of the Head of their delegation. If your Administration wishes to be represented at the meeting by a recognized operating agency, a scientific or industrial organization or another entity dealing with telecommunication matters, the Director should be duly informed, in accordance with Article 19, No. 239, of the Convention of the International Telecommunication Union (Geneva, 1992), as amended by the Plenipotentiary Conference (Kyoto, 1994).

6	The agenda, registration form and all relevant information concerning the Study Group 9 meeting will be available from Collective-letter 3/9.

7	Information on the meeting room will be displayed on the screens at the entrances to the ITU headquarters building.

8	After the meeting, the Director of TSB will notify, in a circular, the decision taken on these Recommendations. This information will also be published in the ITU Notification.

Summary

A new set of terms and definitions from: a) new Recommendations J.87 on hybrid cable television links, and J.93 on conditional access, b) series-N Recommendations, and a new set of acronyms from the series-J Recommendations are to be added to or modify those in Recommendation J.1 and its Amendment 1.

2	ITU-T Recommendation J.81, Amendment 2 (text in COM 9-R 4)

TRANSMISSION OF COMPONENT-CODED DIGITAL TELEVISION SIGNALS�FOR CONTRIBUTION-QUALITY APPLICATIONS AT THE THIRD�HIERARCHICAL LEVEL OF ITU-T RECOMMENDATION G.702

Summary

A new Appendix IV entitled Results of 34 Mbit/s codec interworking tests (February 1996) is added to Annex A of the Recommendation. The Appendix summarizes the interworking tests for video and audio in two tables. The test procedures used subjective evaluations and objective measurements.

Summary

This Recommendation offers guidelines on the use of ITU-T Recommendations in the J-series. Annex A applies to Recommendations that cover the transmission of digital television and its supported services; other Annexes are under study.

REQUIREMENTS FOR CONDITIONAL ACCESS IN THE SECONDARY DISTRIBUTION OF DIGITAL TELEVISION ON CABLE TELEVISION SYSTEMS

Summary

This draft new Recommendation considers the requirements, hardware and command interfaces, policies, and procedures appertaining to conditional access for the secondary delivery of digital television and data on cable systems.

6	Draft new ITU-T Recommendation J.94 (J.si) (text in COM 9-R 8)�

SERVICE INFORMATION FOR DIGITAL BROADCASTING �IN CABLE TELEVISION SYSTEMS

Summary

This Recommendation specifies service information (SI) describing the services residing within streams constructed in accordance with ITU-T Recommendation H.222.0 | ISO/IEC 13818-1 (MPEG-2 Systems). The document defines the standard protocol for transmission of the relevant SI data tables carried in the MPEG-2 Transport Stream multiplex.

7	Draft new ITU-T Recommendation J.111 (J.ini) (text in COM 9-R 6)

NETWORK INDEPENDENT PROTOCOLS FOR INTERACTIVE SYSTEMS

Summary

This draft Recommendation describes protocols independent of the underlying physical and transport protocol for the support of interaction services based on digital TV broadcast systems.

�8	Draft new ITU-T Recommendation J.112 (J.isc) (text in COM 9-R 7)�

Transmission systems for interactive �cable television services

Summary

This Recommendation extends the scope of ITU-T Recommendation J.83 "Digital multiprogramme systems for television, sound and data services for cable distribution" to make provision for bidirectional data over coaxial and hybrid fibre-coax cables for interactive services. Like Recommendation J.83, Recommendation J.isc also contains several annexes in recognition of different existing media environments. The annexes in this Recommendation are intended to be read in conjunction with the corresponding annexes in Recommendation J.83.

It is recommended that for the introduction of interactive cable television services the systems in this Recommendation should be used to achieve the benefits of economies of scale and facilitate interoperability.



9	Draft new ITU-T Recommendation J.113 (J.ivpn) (text in COM 9-R 6)

Digital video broadcasting interaction channel �through the PSTN/ISDN

Summary

This Recommendation describes the provision of return channel interaction protocols over PSTN and ISDN to, and independently of, digital TV broadcast systems.



10	Draft new ITU-T Recommendation J.131 (J.tmp) (text in COM 9-R 6)

TRANSPORT OF MPEG-2 SIGNALS IN PDH NETWORKS

Summary

This Recommendation provides the requirements for an equipment called "PDH network adapter" for the transport of MPEG-2 signals over PDH networks. It describes the necessary operations to adapt the MPEG-2 Transport Stream into interfaces of  PDH networks and the functional characteristics associated to this equipment.

11	Draft new ITU-T Recommendation J.132 (J.tms) (text in COM 9-R 6)

Transport of MPEG-2 signals in SDH networks

Summary

This Recommendation provides the requirements for an equipment called "SDH network adapter" for the transport of MPEG-2 signals over SDH networks. It describes the necessary operations to adapt the MPEG-2 transport streams into a STM-1 or sub-STM-1 frame and the functional characteristics associated to this equipment.



12	Draft new ITU-T Recommendation J.140 (J.svq) (text in COM 9-R 6)

SUBJECTIVE PICTURE QUALITY ASSESSMENT FOR �DIGITAL CABLE TELEVISION SYSTEMS

Summary

This Recommendation specifies subjective picture quality assessment methods for digital cable television applications. It concerns all of the television chain from the signal source to user's receiver. This chain may contain satellite links, terrestrial links and/or cable links. The assessment is made for home receivers assuming a home viewing environment.



13	Draft new ITU-T Recommendation J.150 (J.mmds) (base text in COM 9-25 + modifications in COM 9-R 6)

Transmission of digital multi-programme signals for television, sound and data services through multichannel, multipoint distribution systems (MMDS)

Summary

This Recommendation extends the cable television network architectural principles to multichannel, multipoint distribution systems (MMDS) which use radio waves at microwave frequencies, of the order of several GHz. The systems recommended are directly derived from those defined in Recommendation J.83 for cable distribution.
