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Although it has not been possible to arrange a face-to-face meeting of JRG-1 prior to the forthcoming 6M and SG 9 meetings in March 2003, as anticipated, considerable international activity has taken place in support of the procedural aspects of the harmonized applications environment presented at the previous 6M and SG 9 meetings last year.

I am therefore submitting the following two draft candidate Recommendations for consent:

1.
Draft new Recommendation J.202 – Harmonization of procedural content formats for interactive TV applications (See D62 in the ITU-T SG 9 website or COM 9-D62 in JRG-1 Document site).

J.202 has virtually the same text as previously presented, proposing harmonization of the procedural aspects as specified in the part of Japi.core given in TD 103 of the June meetings. There are some minor editorial changes and in place of the Draft GEM specification the published ETSI text is used.

Delegates may feel that the detail in Annexes A to G giving the basis of the convergence could now be condensed in some explanatory comments because the full ETSI text is available, leaving only Annex H and Appendix I attached to the Recommendation. 

2.
Draft new Recommendation J.201 – Architecture for the harmonized application environment and the execution component for digital interactive television (See D61 in the ITU-T SG 9 website or COM 9-D61 in JRG-1 Document site).

J.201 is a brief Recommendation encouraging the on-going work on the declarative aspects as indicated in the part of J.api.core in TD 108 to be progressed in a way leading to an overall system integrated with J.202 in line with the principles set out in J.200.

If contributions on the declarative aspects progress to the stage where a meeting of the JRG is required I will be happy to try to arrange one. 
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
