ITU-R WP 6M has reviewed Document COM 9-D 61 received from the Chairman of the JRG-1 and has the following comments:

The notion that the PE has no access to system resources is a design decision not a fundamental limitation of the PE. Scripting API’s could be added to allow access by the PE to systems resources without the need for a bridge. There are a number of options even in a dual PE/EE environment to address this issue and there is not consensus in WP 6M at this time regarding the best approach.

Furthermore, the on-going discussions in North America regarding the harmonization of OCAP and DASE show that there are divided opinions on the best approach. Until these issues are resolved WP 6M feels it is premature to adopt the recommendation.
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
