Dear Sir,


1	In accordance with the schedule of meetings adopted by Study Group 3 at its meeting in Geneva in December 1998, the meeting of the Tariff Group for African countries (TAF Group) will be held from 22 (afternoon) to 24 April 1999 in Dakar, at the kind invitation of Senegal's Société nationale des Télécommunications (Sonatel).


Pursuant to Resolution 26 (Assistance to the Regional Tariff Groups) adopted by WTSC�96, the meeting will take place immediately after the tariff seminar for African countries to be held from 20 to 22 (morning) April 1999 (for more detailed information on the seminar, please refer to the letter of invitation to be sent out shortly by BDT).


2	The TAF Group meeting will start at 1400 hours on 22 April 1999 at the Hotel Téranga. Delegate registration will take place at the venue as from 0800 hours on Tuesday, 20 April 1999. As agreed with the Chairman of the Group, the working languages of the meeting will be English and French.


3	The draft agenda of the meeting, prepared in consultation with the Chairman of the Group, is set out in Annex 1 to this collective letter. I would draw your attention to the fact that you might usefully prepare for the meeting by referring to the summary record of the previous TAF Group meeting (Report TAF�R 2, Harare, 1998).


4	As mentioned in the second paragraph of § 1 above, you will shortly be receiving a letter of invitation from BDT for the seminar to be held just before the TAF Group meeting. The letter will contain practical information provided by the host organization on hotel reservations, arrival arrangements, administrative formalities, etc., together with a registration form.


5	In accordance with the provisions of Recommendation A.1 adopted by WTSC�96, contributions for the TAF Group meeting must be submitted to the Director of the Telecommunication Standardization Bureau (TSB).


Contributions which cannot be sent to TSB to arrive by 16 March 1999 should be sent direct to Sonatel, with a copy to TSB. Such delayed contributions should reach Sonatel at least seven working days before the meeting.
