5 Does your Administration plan to utilize the TAL cost model for your costing of an international call and for management decision purposes?

6 How have the results for the application of the model been used by your Administration?

7 Is there any costing methodology currently in operation in your Administration? What has been your experience in its development and use?

8 From (7) above, are there areas of improvement of the TAL cost model you wish to suggest?

9 Does your Administration require assistance to determine telecommunication service costs?
