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The United Nations Development Group Executive Committee
 supports the many government statements of Sub-Committee 2 on Content and Themes for WSIS, in particular the essential need and importance:

1) To update and restructure the “Proposed Themes for the Summit and Possible Outcomes" (WSIS/PC-1/DOC/4-E) around a “networked series of events and clustered themes.”

2) To embed the themes and content of the Summit within a poverty alleviation and Millennium Development Goals focus.

3) To employ Information and Communication Technology (ICT) to reinforce existing human development priorities, and not to be deployed in competition or at the expense of these priorities.

4) To use this first WSIS as a forum and platform to understand the unique and fundamental role of ICT in resource poor settings.

5) To take into account the inputs of the Regional WSIS Conferences, but also to ensure effective interaction with supporting the follow-up to the recently concluded Ministerials, Summits and Task Forces.
