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Dear Mr. Chairman!

Ladies and Gentlemen!

Colleagues!

Today computer and information technologies, development and modernization of telecommunication networks, data transmission, and Internet services are becoming priority positions of our country.

A practice of conducting the Internet-festivals, Internet-forums in the country with participation of talented youth became usual. The number centers for collective access to Internet is becoming more and more in the cities and countryside. The list of information services is noticeably increased; their service is becoming more intellectual. 

On May 2001, President of Uzbekistan I. A. Karimov, in his report in fifth session of Oliy Majlis, set a concrete tasks on high level achievement by Uzbekistan on introduction of computerization and information technologies into production, school programs and higher education institutes, in every day’s life of people.

The Decree of President of the Republic of Uzbekistan “On further development of computerization and introduction of information-communication technologies” of May 30 2002 is adopted to decide the tasks on society computerization, development of information technologies. Realization of measures, determined by the decree, provides a creation of national info-communication systems; conditions for mass introduction of computer and information technologies to economy and life of every member of society raise a competitiveness of domestic economy in the world market.

In order to perform the Decree of President, the Cabinet of Ministries adopted a resolution and approved the Program for development of computerization and information-communication technologies for the period 2002-2010, in which the principle orientations of telecommunications development and data transmission, resources utilization, creation of own sites in Internet are determined.

High need of economy and society branches in the active information exchange, access to the global information resources, need of computerization education processes and every day life, and the need in provision of information and data bases safety, were basis for the adopting of these important decisions.

The building of new telecommunication objects is foreseen by Program. So, it is outlined that by 2005, a noticeably increase the number of international channels on their 100% digitalization, a number of channels will rise to 50 thousands and reach 72% of digitalization on the regional level. Automation of information exchange reach 98%.

Today, if only 40 from 62 higher education institutions, 22 from 531 colleges and lyceums have an access to Internet, by 2010 a number schools, lyceums and colleges, that have an access to Internet will increase 10-15 times.

Data transmission networks will have a noticeable development. Nor less than 235 new data transmission nodes will be created to the end of this year, and a number of ports of collective use of Internet will be 45 thousands to 2010. A number of users among population will rise from 55,6 thousands to 3321 thousands, or almost 60% of families will use the services of this world-wide known and developed information network. all the population of republic will get a connection to Internet, and two of three from the number of administration bodies and economic entities will be connected as well.

Measures on elaboration of software tools, development of domestic production of computer techniques and accessories are defined as primary measures. In this respect a number of tax and customs privileges are used for import of computers and accessories, software, services on training and information provisioning.

In the adopted documents concrete tasks are made and target orientations on development and improvement of training and retraining of personnel in computerization and information technologies area are formulated. Particularly, Tashkent Electro-technical Institute of Communications is transformed to Tashkent University of Information Technologies, where a noticeable enlargement of training systems of personnel on wide specter of new specialties is planned. Besides, a set of measures on strengthening of material-technical and scientific-research basis of educational institutions is provided.

A practical realization of program measures determined by the decree and resolution of the government concerns all branches and regional administration bodies, all economical and cultural spheres, and society in a whole. For realization of these tasks a special Coordination Board on development of computerization and information-communication technologies is created. During this year, it is entrusted to the Board to develop the following programs for the period of 2010: on development of national telecommunications and data transmission networks; implementation of e-technologies into state administration; development of e-commerce.

Post and Telecommunications Agency of Uzbekistan is transformed to Communications and Information Agency of Uzbekistan with assignment of additional functions on development of info-communication technologies. In order to development of necessary normative and legal documents on creation conditions for information services sector, a Center for development and implementation computer and information technologies will be established.

Above mentioned measures allow to provide increase of active role of telecommunications, computer and information technologies in growth of efficiency of the country’s economy, in equipping of people’s activity and life with the perfect types of technical systems and services, in successful integration of our country into the global processes.
