At the request of several potential content submitters, the following terms of use have been refined from the original N3541, “Call for Audio, Visual and Audiovisual Material for Development, Test, and Evaluation of Digital Cinema solutions.”

Material made available to MPEG will be reproduced and used only for the purpose of developing, testing, and evaluating technical solutions proposed for MPEG standardization, and for the development and verification of any subsequent international standard. We require material for this duration to ensure that current work can be verified in the future, and to provide a baseline of comparison for the results of current and future experimentation. The test material will be reproduced and used only by MPEG delegates and proponents of technology, for developing MPEG standards, evaluating proposed solutions, and for conducting experiments.

The following statement will be made to apply to any user of the test material if you require this: 
By opening the package containing the medium of the sequences (e.g. Hard Disk Drives), the individuals and organizations agree to be bound by the terms and conditions reported in the copyright release printed on the package. Should such terms and conditions not be agreeable for the user, the package should be promptly returned, unopened to the originating organization. In any case, the sequences and all intellectual property rights therein remain the property of the respective owners as listed in the documents attached to the medium. All the test material inserted in the package shall be used for the sole purpose of developing and testing algorithms in the framework of MPEG standardization efforts. The test materials may only be used for the duration of the development of the standard, including development of subsequent amendments.  No part of the test material, nor any copy thereof, shall be sold, hired or otherwise made available to third parties by the user, or used for the supply of services to third parties, free or in return for money, or used for public display purposes, including but not limited to trade shows. The respective owners shall be under no obligation or liability in respect of the fitness of the sequences for a particular purpose. The owners do not warrant that the sequences will meet a user’s specific requirements.
